Summary:  

The attached ordinance establishes the budget for all operating and capital fund types 

including the General Fund, Water and Sewer Fund and Special Revenue Funds of the City of 

Cedar Hill for Fiscal Year 2017-2018.  The total budget proposed for approval and adoption is 

$92,958,567. 

 

The City Council conducted budget work sessions on June 20 and July 28.  After the budget 

work sessions the City Council held a public hearing on the Fiscal Year 2017-2018 budget(s) on 

August 29 in accordance with the provisions of the City Charter and State Law.  

 

The Fiscal Year 2017-2018 budgets are on file with the City Secretary and a copy is available at 

the City Library and on the City’s Web Page.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CEDAR HILL, TEXAS, ADOPTING AND 

APPROVING AN OPERATING AND CAPITAL BUDGET FOR THE CITY OF CEDAR HILL, TEXAS; MAKING 

APPROPRIATIONS THEREFORE FOR THE FISCAL YEAR OCTOBER 1, 2017 THROUGH SEPTEMBER 30, 

2018; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

 
WHEREAS, heretofore a budget for the Fiscal Year October 1, 2017 through September 30, 

2018, has been prepared by the City Manager of the City of Cedar Hill, Texas; and  

 

WHEREAS, said budget has been presented by the City Manager, along with his budget 

message, in accordance with Article VI, Section 17 of the City Charter and pursuant to Chapter 

102 of the State of Texas Local Government Code of the State of Texas; and, 

 

WHEREAS, the City Council finds that all legal requirements of notice and hearings have 

been met; and, 

 

WHEREAS, the City Council finds that the budget, as filed and amended, safeguards the 

financial condition of the City and the comparative expenditures expressed therein provide core 

services for the community. 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Cedar Hill, Texas that: 

 

Section 1. 

 

The City Council hereby adopts and approves the budget as filed and amended for the Fiscal 

Year beginning October 1, 2017, through September 30, 2018, and hereby appropriates the

Section 2. 

 

The City Council does hereby designate funds of the general operating fund of the City for Fiscal 

Year 2017-2018 to be segregated into an economic development incentive fund for expressed 

purposes as identified in the Local Government Code of the State of Texas.   

 

Section 3. 

 

The City Council does hereby designate funds of the general operating fund of the City for Fiscal 

Year 2017-2018 to be segregated into a capital fund for specific expressed purposes of street 

construction and rehabilitation and said funds to be subject to the City’s Fiscal Management 

Policies as established by Resolution R11-377. 

 

Section 4. 

 

The City Manager is hereby authorized to make intra-departmental and inter-departmental fund 

transfers within a fund during the fiscal year as becomes necessary in order to avoid the over-

expenditure of a particular object code or department. 

 

Section 5. 

 

A true and correct copy of the Official Budget is hereby directed to be filed in the office of the 

City Secretary, and said Official Budget is made a part of this Ordinance by reference as though 

fully copied herein verbatim. 

 

Section 6. 

 

It being deemed by the City Council that this Ordinance shall go into immediate effect and force 

after its passage, approval and publication is according to law. 

 

Section 7. 

 

In the event that any other ordinance of the City of Cedar Hill, Texas, heretofore enacted is found 

to conflict with the provisions of this ordinance, this ordinance shall prevail. 

 

Section 8. 

 

If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or portion of this ordinance is for any reason 

held invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent jurisdiction, such shall be deemed a 

separate, distinct and independent provision and such holding shall not affect the validity of the 

remaining portions of this ordinance.

Budget Fact Sheet 
2017 Budget Highlights 
 
The Cedar Hill City Council conducted a workshop on the proposed FY2018 budget on July 28, 2017.  As 
part of the budget development process, feedback from multiple stakeholders was incorporated into 
the budget to ensure it was reflective of the community’s priorities. 
 

 
 
Rates and Taxable Values 

 Truth in Taxation Language: “This budget will raise more total property taxes than last year’s 

budget by $1,496,636 or 6.61% and of that amount $236,263 is tax revenue to be raised from 

new property added to the tax roll this year.”  “The governing body of the City of Cedar Hill 

proposes to use revenue attributable to the tax rate increase for the purpose of continuing core 

services and funding public safety, community life, and neighborhood integrity initiatives.” 

 

 The proposed tax rate is $0.698760 which is the same as last year’s tax rate and will provide 

more property tax revenue than the prior year generated by growth in the City’s tax base.  This 

is the 5th year at the same tax rate. 

 

 The City of Cedar Hill’s tax base increased 6.58% or $213M over 2016.   Of this amount $33.8M 

was new construction while $179.3M was property re-appraisals.     

 

 The average single family homestead for a City of Cedar Hill homestead in Dallas County is 

$161,733 and the same in Ellis County is $353,102.   

 

 Based on average taxable values and the proposed tax rate, the average annual tax bill for a 

Cedar Hill homestead in Dallas County will increase by $94 annually; in Ellis County, the average 

increase will be $60. Dallas County residential values increased on average by 9% while Ellis 

County was 2.5%.  Ellis County experienced a larger increase on average in 2016 than 2017. 



 
General Fund 
For 2017-2018, the General Fund budget, which is the city's main operating fund, totals $34,737,395.      
When compared to last year’s adopted budget, the proposed budget has increased by $327K or 1%.  
However, when one-time costs and transfers are eliminated the change over fiscal year 2016-2017 is 
about 6.3% or about $2M.  The majority of this increase is related to continuation of core services and 
funding public safety and community programs.  Property taxes at $16.8 million account for 51% of the 
General Fund expenditures. Other sources of revenue include development fees and permits from new 
home and business construction, charges for various services, miscellaneous revenues, and other 
governments. The General Fund budget is balanced with no use of transfers from unrestricted capital 
funds.  Fund Balance policy initiatives (reserve commitments) are met at 25% levels.    
 
Budget Highlights –City Wide 
Total city expenditures for 2017 are proposed at $92,958,567.  This includes the General Fund and all 
other city funds, such as the water and sewer utility, capital project funds, economic development, 
community development, special revenue and equipment replacement funds.  The following highlights 
are enhancements to the City’s budget in response to Council’s/Community’s goals and objectives: 
 
Highlights of the budget are as follows: 

 No Utility Rate increases. 

 Property tax remains the same at $.69876/$100 of taxable value. 

 Service levels are maintained for core services (Parks, Streets, Fire, Police etc.); public safety is 

in excess of 60% of the total General Fund Budget. 

 Addition of a three public safety patrol officers and one code enforcement officer enhancing 

public safety and neighborhood integrity programs. 

 Addition of a part-time library technology specialist to aid in assisting patrons with 

technological applications. 

 Addition of a part-time senior assistant for programming at the Senior Citizen Center. 

 Addition of an inaugural neighborhood integrity matching grant program. 

 Addition of information technology equipment for a disaster recovery initiative. 

 Funding of $1.1M of equipment in all core services of the City including Public Safety through 

the use of the City’s Equipment Replacement Fund.   

 Funding of capital projects in progress such as Mansfield Road and other public infrastructure 

such as reconstruction of Duncanville Road.

 Comm Services -  $13.8M or 15% of the City-Wide Budget; 15% or $5.1M of the General Fund

 Debt Payments  - $10.6M or 11% of the City-Wide Budget
