Agenda Date: April 26, 2011

Agenda Item Wording: Consider acceptance of the semi-annual report from the Cedar Hill
Capital Impact Fee Advisory Committee.

Summary: The City of Cedar Hill collects impact fees to help offset some of the costs
associated with expanding water, wastewater and roadway systems to accommodate new
growth and development.

State statutes require cities that impose impact fees to perform a semi-annual review to
identify any perceived inequities in the implementation of the Impact Fee Capital
Improvements Plan or the imposing of impact fees.

On March 23, 2011, the Cedar Hill Capital Impact Fee Advisory Committee met and reviewed
the Plan and, by a vote of 5-0, approved the report and stated they found no perceived
inequities.

Agenda Item Wording: Consider authorizing the Mayor to execute an agreement between the
City of Cedar Hill and Halff Associates, Inc. for design and construction services for the 2011
Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA)
Accessibility Project.

Summary:

The CDBG funds are created under the Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) and
Dallas County has qualified for CDBG entitlement status. Dallas County is the administrator of CDBG
funds for cities within non-entittement Dallas County.

At the May 25, 2010 City Council Meeting, staff informed City Council that the City had received the
notice of eligibility from Dallas County for funding for the City of Cedar Hill CDBG ADA Accessibility
Project. This project includes an ADA compliant entrance and access ramp at the Zula B. Wylie Public
Library and an ADA compliant entrance at the Senior Center. On December 15, 2010, the Mayor
signed the Project Implementation Agreement with Dallas County. This Agreement authorizes the City
to spend up to $99,965.00 for the ADA Accessibility Project. An additional carryover amount of
$59,400.51from prior years is also available for a total project amount of $159,365.51.

The attached Professional Services Agreement (PSA) between the City and Halff Associates, Inc. will
allow the consulting firm to prepare construction plans, bid specifications, estimates for the construction,
and provide construction administration of ADA compliant doors and access ramp at the Zula B. Wylie
Public Library and at the Senior Center. This project is scheduled to be awarded for construction in the
Summer of 2011.

The ADA compliant door at the Library will be a double electric sliding door similar to sliding doors at
airport terminal buildings. Construction details for the ADA ramp and access to the amphitheater area
adjacent to the Library are also included.

The ADA compliant door at the senior center will be a single electric sliding door.

The total fee for the preparation of the construction plans and bid specifications, and providing
construction administration is $20,300.00

The attached agreement has been approved as to form by the legal counsel.

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PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT

This Professional Services Agreement (herein "Agreement")is made and entered into by
and between the City of Cedar Hill, Texas, a Texas municipal corporation (hereinafter the
"City"), and the firm of Halff Associates, Inc. (hereinafter the "Consultant").

WITNESSETH
WHEREAS, the City desires to obtain professional services from the Consultant;

WHEREAS, the Consultant represents that it is qualified and capable of performing the
professional services set forth herein and is willing to enter into this Agreement with the City to
perform such services,

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and covenants and conditions
herein, the City and the Consultant agree as follows:

I. SCOPE AND DEFINITION OF SERVICES

See attached Exhibit "A"
Il. RETAINER

The City agrees to retain Consultant, and Consultant agrees to perform the professional
services set forth in this Agreement, subject to all of the terms and conditions herein; and the
City agrees to pay, and the Consultant agrees to accept, the fees specified herein as full and final
compensation for the work and services provided hereunder.

I11. PROFESSIONAL QUALITY

The Consultant shall be responsible for the professiona quality, technical accuracy,
timely completion and coordination of services furnished by the Consultant and it agents,
servants, employees and contractors under this Agreement.

IV. PROFESSIONAL LIABILITY

Approva by the City of the professional services performed by the Consultant hereunder
shall not in any way relieve the Consultant of responsibility for the technical accuracy and
quality of the Consultant's work. The City's review, approval or acceptance of or payment for
any of the Consultant's services shall not be construed to operate as a waiver of any of the City's
rights under this Agreement or any cause of action arising out of the performance of this
Agreement, and the Consultant shall be and remain liable in accordance with applicable law for
all damages to the City caused by the Consultant's negligent performance of any of the services
furnished under this Agreement.

V. COMPENSATION



See attached Exhibit "B"
V1. AUTHORIZATION TO PROCEED

It is understood and agreed that no work shall be done under this Agreement until the
Consultant isinstructed by the City in writing to proceed with the work.

VIl. DOCUMENTS

The City acknowledges that any plans, specifications or other documents prepared by the
Consultant under this Agreement are instruments of professional service. Nevertheless, any such
plans, specifications or other documents prepared under this Agreement shal become the
property of the City upon completion of the Consultant's services and payment in full of al
monies due to the Consultant. Any unauthorized use or unauthorized modification of the
Consultant's documents by the City shall be without risk or liability to the Consultant.

VIill. PAYMENT

Payment for services rendered by the Consultant shall be invoiced monthly based upon
the actual amount of services performed and expenses incurred. In no event shall any invoiced
amount exceed the amount actually earned by the Consultant.

IX. TERMINATION

In connection with al services outlined or contemplated herein, it is agreed that the City
may cancel or terminate this Agreement upon thirty (30) days written notice to the Consultant
with the provison and understanding that immediately upon receipt of notice of such
cancellation al work and labor then in progress shall be completed at the compensation rate
provided under this Agreement, unless otherwise agreed to by the parties, and further provided
that the Consultant shall be compensated in accordance with the terms of this Agreement for all
work satisfactorily accomplished prior to the receipt of notice of such termination.

X. INDEMNIFICATION AND INSURANCE

Consultant shall indemnify, save, hold harmless and defend City, its officers, agents and
employees with respect to any clams or demands, actions, damages, costs and expenses,
including, without limitation, attorneys fees and costs of litigation, arising from the death or
injury of any person whomsoever, or any loss, damage or destruction of any property
whatsoever, resulting directly or indirectly from any intentional, negligent or grossly negligent
act, error or omission of the Consultant, its agents, servants, employees or other persons acting
on Consultant's behalf and arising from or related to Consultant's performance under this
Aqgreement.

Consultant further agrees to obtain and keep in force, at its sole cost and expense,
throughout the term of this Agreement, and in a form and with a company satisfactory to the



City, the following policies of insurance:

A. Commercial General Liability insurance with combined single limits of
not less than $1,000,000.00;

B. Contractual Liability insurance underwriting the indemnification, hold
harmless and insurance provisions of this Agreement with combined
single limits of not less than $1,000,000.00;

C. Automobile Liability insurance providing coverage for owned, non-
owned, hired and leased vehicles of Consultant with combined single
limits for injury or damage in any one (1) accident of $1,000,000.00; and

D. Worker's Compensation insurance in the amounts required by applicable
laws of the State of Texas.

E. Professional Liability Insurance with limits not less than $2,000,000 per
claim/annual aggregate.

Consultant further agrees to name the City as an additional insured on the Commercial
Genera Liability, Contractual Liability and Automobile Liability policies. Such insurance
policies shall contain provisions to the effect that the naming of the City as an additional insured
shall not affect any recovery to which the City would be entitled under the policy if it were not
so named and that the insurance is primary and shall be without contribution from any similar
insurance available to the City.

Certificates of insurance verifying each of the above conditions and providing for thirty
(30) days prior written notice of cancellation or reduced coverage shall be submitted to the City
within thirty (30) days of the execution of this Agreement.

XI. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR

In the performance of work or services under this Agreement, the Consultant shall be
deemed an independent contractor of the City, and any and al of Consultant's employees
performing work or services hereunder shall be deemed to be employees of the Consultant or its
contractors and not employees of the City. In no event shal this Agreement be deemed or
interpreted as creating a principal-agent or joint venture relationship between the parties hereto.

XIl. NOTICES
All notices and communications under this Agreement to be mailed or delivered to the
City shall be sent to the address of the City as follows, unless and until the Consultant is

otherwise notified:

XI. ASSIGNMENT

This Agreement shall not be assignable in whole or in part without the written consent of
the City.

XIV. SEVERABILITY

Should any word, phrase, sentence, paragraph or other provision or portion of this
Agreement be construed to be unlawful or unenforceable by a court of competent jurisdiction,
such circumstance shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of this Agreement which
shall remain in full force and effect.

XV. BINDING EFFECT

This Agreement shall be binding upon and enure to the benefit of the parties hereto and
thelir respective permitted successors and permitted assigns.

XVI. GOVERNING LAW AND VENUE

This Agreement shall be governed by, and its provisions construed in accordance with,
the laws of the State of Texas. Venue for any action arising from or related to this Agreement
shall be brought in Dallas County, Texas.

XVII. AMENDMENT AND WAIVER

No amendment or waiver of any provision of this Agreement, and no consent to any
departure therefrom, shall be effective or binding unless and until set forth in awriting signed by
each party, and then any such waiver or consent shall be effective only in a specific instance and
for the specific purpose for which it was given. No notice or any other communication given by
one party to the other party shall be construed to be or constitute an approval or ratification by
the other party of any matter contained or referred to in such notice, unless the same be



consented to by the other party in writing.

XVIIIl. ENTIRE AGREEMENT
This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties, and there exists no
written or oral understandings, agreements or assurances with respect to any matters except as
set forth herein. Unless expressly stated, this Agreement confers no rights to or upon any person
or entity that is not a party hereto.

XIX. LEGAL CONSTRUCTION

Unless the context requires otherwise, words of the masculine gender shall be construed
to include correlative words of feminine and neuter genders and vice versa, and words of the
singular number shall be construed to include correlative words of the plura number and vice
versa. The parties agree that this Agreement or any provision of this Agreement shall not be
construed in favor of or against any party on the basis that the party did or did not author this
Agreement or any provision hereto. This Agreement and al of the terms and provisions herein
shall be liberally construed to effectuate the purposes set forth herein and to sustain the validity
of this Agreement.
